e If you don’t yet have the free digital talking-book player, simply fill out the NLS
Application for Free Library Service, have it signed by a certifying authority
such as a physician, nurse, or social worker, and send it to your regional
talking-book library or contact us. Once the player is received the free
subscription can start.
